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BROMSGROVE DISTRICT COUNCIL UPDATE
At the July’s Bromsgrove Full Council meeting the Air Quality Management Area revocation was 
tabled by the Cabinet Member responsible for Regulated Services.

Whilst the apparent reduction in the mean Nitrous oxide is welcome we felt that the concentration 
of this air pollutant and particulate matter is far more acute during peak travel times and to revoke 
the management area status was short sighted, premature and a relinquishing of the council’s 
statutory duty.

The area will continue to be monitored and will remain on the council’s list.  We argued for more 
sensitive monitoring equipment to be installed that could measure to a greater degree of accuracy 
during peak travel times.  Unfortunately the Conservative Group disappointingly out voted those 
in favour of our proposals. 

Cllr Jenkins challenged the Cabinet member for planning to resolve the dispute, which continues 
to keep the newly constructed passageway between the Primary school and Sanderson Court 
closed.

Although a matter not in Hagley nevertheless it is newsworthy.  The Bromsgrove Sports Hall in the 
Town Centre is now earmarked for demolition. Despite a good public attendance and Independent 
and opposition members calling for a stay of execution the majority Group voted for its immediate 
demolition.  This is something we remember in Hagley as some years ago BDC funding was 
withdrawn from Haybridge Sports Centre.

At the time of writing I sat on the New Homes Bonus Panel.  The Haybridge and Hagley Guides 
bids were tabled.  Good luck, I’m sure you know of the outcome by now!

Finally from me, I’m pleased to be appointed as Chairman of the Audit and Standards Board.   
Councillors Colella (Hagley West Independent) and Jenkins (Hagley East Independent) 
Bromsgrove District Council    

Hagley Parish Council Update
At a recent Parish Council meeting a presentation was received from the Neighbourhood Plan Team.

The presentation introduced the ‘building blocks’ of the Plan and the evidence collecting process.  The main 
aspects are Traffic and Travel, Housing, Natural Environment and Communications and engagement.  Each 
topic has a member lead with a supporting team.  All members are from Hagley with a willing interest in the 
future of where we live.

The Hagley Neighbourhood Plan is emerging as a very important strategic document and will be vital as 
Hagley faces pressures from Bromsgrove and land owners for more houses.

By the time you’re reading this the long awaited resurfacing of the traffic island at Wychbury Fields and 
directional signage will have been completed.  Since its completion the traffic island has caused significant 
confusion; I hope the changes will make it a lot clearer for road users!

A number of notable planning applications have been received, with the following latest (as at beginning 
of Aug) positions being known.  The proposed change of use to Lloyds bank and the proposed office 
development at the rear of 76 Worcester Rd have both been withdrawn.  We are conscious of the impact 
upon the local health service from the 61, Bed care home on Wychbury Fields.  We have insisted that this 
must not have an impact on the doctors and asked to see a formal agreement that the care home provides 
financial support to match the growth with the necessary increase in local doctors.

The class starts with a warm up where we move our joints, warm up our muscles 
and get our brains into gear!
We then have a ten minute slot to work on our heart fitness - we add some motivating music and do some marching 
with extra movements thrown in.
After that we move on to some strengthening exercises – both upper and lower body but our focus is always on 
increasing our strength in vital areas that will keep us mobile and active. The exercises might be working with 
resistance bands, leg weights, resistance balls or just our own body weight. Keeping strong is so important as it is 
linked to our immune system – the more muscle we have the stronger our immune system and the easier we can 
recover when we do have an illness or accident. In the longer term these exercises strengthen our bones too. 
Next come exercises to improve our balance – everything from simple exercises behind a chair to weird and wonderful 
stuff, perhaps some balance equipment or just some exercises you can build into your home life that keep you steady.
And finally a selection of stretches to keep our flexibility – so important for everyday activities. Most classes are 
followed by a cup of tea or coffee and a chat.  
A recent report by Public Health England emphasised ‘the major health benefits of muscle, bone strengthening and 
balance exercises – including improving your mood, sleeping patterns, energy levels and reducing the risk of an early 
death’ – so what are you waiting for ?? our phone number is 07512 546480 call us now!
